What we found out was there was a lot of good property outside of Paradise but we needed to stay inside paradise to get the backing of parks and rec.  We ended up buying a piece of property, next to ace.  We had everything in motion except for the town.  Butte College had offered to have their construction and heavy equipment team to come do all the work (they may still be willing).  Because Clark turns into a state highway, it caused a lot of issues.  After 3 years of fighting and fighting, he stepped down Max took over.  The biggest obstacle was to get all the permits.
