Directors Report

Wayne proposed an increase in referee pay. He is trying to be comparable to clubs around us. Under 14 and above are fairly significant increase. Wayne hopes that with a pay increase we don’t have referees go else where because of the pay issue.  Ron motioned to accept Wayne’s proposed referee pay scale, Bruce seconded, 2 abstentions, motion carries. 
To continue on improving our environment on the field, Wayne is asking what has been done to help monitor people on the sidelines.  There was a paper with excepted behavior in each of the coach’s binders and it is posted on our website. 
Geoffrey suggests that at the jamboree the referees introduce themselves to the coaches. 

Discussion on separating coaches and parents on the sidelines of games. Bo strongly suggests that we do not separate the U8’s and u10’s.  Let’s see how things go for the beginning of the season and address it as needed. 
Registration – 
Refund Policies – We pay roughly per kids $20 for uniforms, $20 for registrations fees.

$25 refunds for this year.  If the refund was asked before we spent this money, it is at Max discretion not to take out the uniform or league fees.

Fields & Equipment – John has lined all the fields. Sandbags or stakes?  CYSA would prefer sandbags but is leaving it up to the individual clubs. Discussion on subject. Let’s give stakes another try. Stakes will be in the buckets, mallet will be at the ref table.
